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Arabic Language Curriculum for ICSC Sunday School    2011-2012 
 

Introduction: 

The Sunday school at the Islamic Center Southern California introduces Arabic as a foreign language. 

The program integrates Islamic culture in a way that further encourages the student’s interest in the 

Arabic language, which is the language of the Qur'an. The American Muslim needs adequate Arabic 

Language skills (listening, comprehending, reading and writing) to be able to read and comprehend the 

Qur'an, and to understand Islam from its authentic sources.  

 

The language program utilizes the series of: 

- Mufradati part 1+ two stories to be read by teacher  for Pre K 

-  Shajarat Al-Horouf part 1&2 + Mufradati part 2  for K 

- Nadi Al-Arabiyyah part 1     for Level 1A and 1B 

- Al-Arabiyyah Al-Muyassarah part preliminary (T)  for Level 2A and 2B 

- Al-Arabiyyah Al-Muyassarah part 1    for Level 3A and 3B 

- Ta‘allam Al-Arabiyyah part 1 section I    for Level 4 

- Ta‘allam Al-Arabiyyah part 1 section II   for Level 5 

 

These series provide a basis for learning Arabic and cover the following four language skills: listening, 

speaking, reading and writing. Many of the language activities allow students to practice single 

modalities (listening, speaking, reading and writing) as well as linked modalities (e.g., listening and 

speaking, reading and writing).  

 

Teachers are encouraged to read stories to students and/or to motivate heritage learners to read short 

stories for enhancing their language skills and understanding of the Arab culture. Utilizing the Arabian 

Sinbad CDs series is recommended too.

(revision of nominal and verbal sentence), verb-subject agreement (masculine, feminine), 

present and future tense, noun-number agreement, imperative, adjective and adverbs.
